 This work came out of the novel suggestion of Richard Hoover, based on examination of CI carbonaceous chondrite Orgeuil, that comets were likely to have liquid water on them. We began with the Whipple model, and attempted to introduce liquid water, which led to a number of surprising predictions and explanations for strange comet behavior. Then when Deep Impact was launched, we realized that we had a rare opportunity to make a prediction before a significant scientific measurement. In any case, the July 4 collision of Deep Impact  with Comet Tempel-1 is our prediction deadline.
